On the Table is a one-day opportunity to gather around
a table with friends, neighbors, and colleagues to share
a meal and have a real conversation about what's
important to us. On the Table conversations are meant
to encourage everyone to think about the community
issues they care about while adding a diversity of
voices to the discussion of who we are, where we're
going and what we can do, together, to get there. The
goal is to discover how each of us can join with the
hundreds of people and organizations that make our
community a better place for all.
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Lexington held the first On the Table event in Kentucky,
presented by Blue Grass Community Foundation, on
March 15, 2017. Over 11,000 participants came
together around 1,100 tables throughout Lexington to
discuss not only what's great about the city, but ways to
make it even better.
